Shop and Grow.
By Jeff Knowles

Water, pH and fertilising.
If you missed my presentation and discussions at the July Novice meeting then here are a few quick notes.

1. Orchids need many nutrients to grow including:

a. Macro nutrients — Nitrogen (N), Phosphorus (P) and Potassium (K),

b. Minor nutrients — Calcium (Ca), Magnesium (Mg) and Sulfur (S), and,

¢. Micro nutrients (trace elements) - Iron (Fe), Manganese (Mn), Zinc (Zn), Copper (Cu), Boron (B),

Molybdenum (Mo), some Sodium (Na), Chlorine (CI), Nickel (Ni) and maybe even some Silicon
(Si) and Cobalt (Co).

Does your fertiliser programme supply all these?
Orchids grow better with fertiliser than without fertiliser.
Any fertiliser is better than none.
Fertilise as often as you can.
Work on 60-250 ppm Nitrogen, or as a rough guide use 1g fertiliser per L.
Flush plants with plain water once a month.
A pH of about 6 is good.
Nitrogen for plants comes in three forms, namely nitrate, ammonium and urea. Current consensus (?) is
that as urea needs to be broken down to be used by a plant, which takes time, by the enzyme urease (this is
the correct enzyme) produced by different bacteria, it is of little use to orchids grown in a freely draining
mix. Urea will not harm your orchids when sprayed in normal concentrations.
10. Yes, you can spray other chemicals on your orchids, such as growth promoting fertilisers.
11. Another version of the nutrient uptake table (not specifically for orchids, but useful just the same) is

reproduced here (remember that a pH of 7 is neutral i.e. just plain pure water).

Chart of the Effect of Soil pH on Nutrient Availability
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For members who brought their water and fertiliser samples to be tested for pH and ion concentrations, | hope you
found your results useful.

Angraecum leonis var. comorense
(Reichenbach f.) André 1885

The genus Angraecum (pronounced “An-
greek-um?”) is found mostly on the island of
Madagascar, with a few species scattered
from Africa through the Seychelles and
Maldives to Sri Lanka. It was established in
1804 by the French explorer Bory de St
Vincent, when he discovered Angraecum
eburneum in Madagascar. He based his
new name on a word he had heard in
Southeast Asia to describe various epiphytic
orchids, the Malay word “angrek” (or
“anggurek”).

Angraecum flowers are noted for their long
spur (or nectary) which grows from the rear
of the flower, which is pollinated by a night-
flying moth, attracted by the bright, white
flowers, usually strongly perfumed at night.
The moth inserts a long proboscis into the
nectary, while simultaneously receiving the
pollen on its head or back.

Angraecum leonis was named by
Reichenbach after his friend, Léon Humblot,
a French collector who made great
contributions to the knowledge of orchids in
Madagascar. This larger-flowered variety is
found on the Comoro Islands, which are
near Madagascar. The plant has a very
short stem and fleshy leaves in a fan shape,
bearing narrow, wiry roots. It is not a large
plant, being only about 20cm wide, with a
similar height. Mine is in a pot, but | hear it
will grow more happily on a slab or in a
basket, which may explain why my plant is
often reluctant to flower. It should be grown
in part shade, with even watering, less in the
winter.

Take a little care when Angaecum leonis
flowers, as the nearly transparent flowers
are easily damaged.
